• 
Fall: Agreement reached between Bishop Block and Rev. Egbert Clark of St. Peter's, Redwood City that St. Peter's should have an associate rector who would live in San Carlos and prepare for the establishment of a mission there.

October 21: Bishop Block purchased residence for associate rector at 1308 Rosewood Avenue, San Carlos.

January 6: Eastburn and family arrived in Redwood City and shortly occupied the Rosewood house.
